Welcome and Apologies

Areas for research
· It might be good for people to look at what they can do. 
· Jill Rolfe at Danehill Historical Society has the original photographs from the Forest Camera which we will be able to use and add to the website. 
· Caty Worlock emphasised the need to include references to any research findings and she agreed to provide a format for such references to include source and date. 
· It was agreed that it would be useful to create a form of history timeline to which any research findings, articles, photos, etc. could be pinned. The FCS website does not have any mechanism for this so Paul Mahony suggested using simple MS Word document and that he would investigate further with a view to setting it up on the FADLHS.org website.

· It was agreed that research should be categorised, e.g. people, places, events, etc.

Early History
· The early history of the area including the families and buildings can be found in records of Duddleswell manor, possibly going back to the 14th Century. These show that all the land that now forms Fairwap belonged to the manor and they list all those paying rent or fined for various misdemeanours. They include the property that was later named Fairwarp Farm, even later giving its name to the village. We believe that some of this information will be in the Keep. A visit will be organised by Paul M.
Modern History
· Start at the early 1900s and then WWI and WW2. Also the recent Platinum Jubilee.
People History
· Ian Brown has volunteered to lead research in this area. 
· Caty expressed that oral history is hugely important and we should be looking to include these. Rosemary said how she had met someone in the graveyard who had huge information about his family and we should definitely capture this. Caty suggested to talk to the Keep to find out the best way to take oral histories. Caty also said that someone should talk to Richard Thorne and volunteered Trina. Rosemary has copies of articles in the Echo of histories of different people and their memories.
· Ian Brown suggested that John Manthorpe should perhaps look at more interesting people from the village. John suggested contacting the family of Guy Hardy who had just died and getting more information about Putlands Farm and the cheese business.

Property History
· Fr John Caperon would like to update the guide to the church which Bob Burgess originally put together. Rosemary Mulady volunteered to contact Dawson Hart (Bob’s executors) to gather any information from Bob’s house. Caroline would also like to be involved with the church history.
· John Manthorpe suggested that people in the village might have information about their houses and history to go with that. Chris Shaw suggested using the census over the years to establish who lived where and what they did, etc. 
· John Manthorpe suggested the route to people is through investigating the properties and who lived in them.

Future of FADLHS
· Paul M asked how people feel about the way the meetings are going. At the moment we are planning to have four meetings a year. Richard Collins said he feels we should be voting on what we should be doing first.  
· Ian Brown suggested that we should do presentations at the meetings. So researchers would present their findings.
